	 It’s not a new idea, but it’s an effec-
tive one. When you voluntarily par-
ticipate in Operation Round Up, your 
electric bill is automatically rounded 
up to the next dollar each month and 
the contribution is deposited in the 
Operation Round Up fund. Your aver-
age contribution will be about $6.00 
per year.
	 The funds and grant applications 
are reviewed quarterly by a volunteer 
board of directors made up of mem-
bers, just like you.
	 The most popular program Opera-
tion Round Up sponsors is its Scholar-
ship Program. Every year, Operation 
Round Up makes funds available for 
entering freshmen pursuing a higher 
education or licensed trade. Applica-
tions for the 2009-2010 Scholarship 
Program will be available in October.

	 Another important duty of Opera-
tion Round Up is getting immediate 
assistance to victims of a house fire. 
When a member loses their home to 
fire, they are often left without basic 
necessities of clothing and personal 
items like a toothbrush.
